• Detail is not intended for vertical load transfer. If vertical load transfer is required, use appropriate hanger 

connection and back block as directed by the design professional of record. 

• One (1), max 6″ diameter hole allowed for blocking depth = 9½″ (max 8″ diameter hole for blocking depths ≥ 11⅞″).   

− Hole must be vertically and horizontally centered in web of blocking member.
