Installation Quick-Tips 
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   THE DOS 
 “Group” multiple small holes together  
 Keep large holes away from beams and walls 
 Maintain distance of 2x the size of the largest hole between 

   THE DON’TS   
 DO NOT drill large holes near bearing 
 DO NOT drill or cut the top or bottom flanges of TJI® joists 
 DO NOT drill multiple holes in a long row

Too many holes in a line 

Too close to bearing 

Do not notch flange 

Too close together

All holes are properly distanced from each other and bearing
